1. Always disconnect the power supply prior to servicing the fan,
motor or junction box.

2. Follow all local building, safety and electrical codes as well as
NEC (National Electrical Gode) and OSHA (Occupational Safety
and Health Act).

3. Electric Service supply must be 120 volts, 60 hertz.

4. This product must properly connect to the grounding conductor
of the supply circuit.

5. Do not bend or kink the power wires.

6. Do not use this fan with any solid state control device, such as
a remote control, dimmer switch, or certain timers. Mechanical
timers are not solid state devices.

Do not install in a ceiling with insulation greater than R40.
8. Duct work should be installed in a straight line with minimal
bends.

9. Duct work size must be the same size as the discharge and
should not be reduced. Reducing the duct size may increase fan
noise.
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10. If this unit is to be installed over a tub or shower, it must be
marked as a appropriate for the application. When the fan is
going to install in the bathroom, the fan and the tub need to be
more than 1.0 meter between each other, the fan required to
install at the other side of the tub in ceiling. Acceptable for use
over a bathtub or shower when installed in a GFCI protected
branch circuit.

Typical Installation

The ducting from this fan to the outside of the building has a strong effect on the

air flow, noise and energy use of the fan. Use the shortest, straightest duct routing

possible for best performance, and avoid installing the fan with smaller ducts than

recommended. Insulation around the ducts can reduce energy loss and inhibit mold Fan housing
growth. Fans installed with existing ducts may not achieve their rated air flow.

Do not install ventilation fan in areas where the duct work will require
configuration as shown.

Before installation, provide inspection and future
maintenance access at a location that will not interfere
with installation work.

1 Removing the wiring box housing

o Remove the wiring box cover from the fan housing with a
Phillips head screwdriver (not included).

o Remove the wiring knockout from the wiring box cover
with a flathead screwdriver (not included).

2 Placing the fan housing

o Place the fan housing next to a ceiling joist or wall stud.
The fan housing should be level and perpendicular to the
joist or stud (1).

3 Mounting the fan housing

o Mount the fan housing to the joist using four long wood
screws (D) where indicated.
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4 Connecting the house and fan wires

o Pull the wire through the hole and into the junction box (not
included). Using a quick connector, secure 120 VAC house
wiring from the wall switch to the fan as shown in the
wiring diagram. 14AWG is the smallest conductor that shall
be used for branch-circuit wiring.
